Placement Youth placed with

Youth placed with CG who is 
willing to provide long-term care 
and is meeting youth’s needs. 
Youth is pending return to parent 
within 30 days. 

Youth placed with CG who is not willing to 
provide long-term care. 
Youth is nearing 18 and does not have 
established plan for a living arrangement.  
Youth placed at STRTP/SPA 

Youth detained at PCC or medical facility (i e 
Bernardy Center) 
Youth is AWOL 
Youth placed with CG/parent who is not 
meeting youth’s needs. 
Youth is unhappy with placement. 

Mental Health No concerns and no 
services needed  

Youth is engaged in mental 
health services   
Medication is appropriate and 
being taken as prescribed 

Youth is in need of mental health services/ 
disengaged in mental health treatment 
 
 

Youth exhibiting suicidal/homicidal ideation, 
self-injurious behaviors or a harm to others   
Youth experiencing frequent 5150 holds  
Treatment plan not being followed  

Behavior No behavioral 
concerns 

Youth exhibiting age-appropriate 
challenging behaviors    
 

Youth displaying aggressive behaviors. 
Youth is defiant and has difficulty with 
authority .Youth engaging in risky 
behaviors. Youth facing challenges as a 
result of being pregnant/parenting 

Youth experiencing behaviors that could 
disrupt their placement stability  
 
Violent behaviors, cruelty to others/animals, 
criminal activity 

Development Youth is meeting all 
developmental 
milestones  

Delays identified/suspected and 
youth is currently accessing 
support services  

Delays identified/suspected and youth is 
not currently accessing support services   

Suspected qualifying disability and SDRC 
evaluation is needed  
 
 

Education Youth is enrolled and 
attending school 
regularly, no academic 
concerns reported 

Some academic concerns 
reported but support services in 
place . 
IEP is current and appropriate  
 

Youth struggles in school. 
No support services in place.   
Youth has low attendance/ is often truant 
or youth shows no desire/interest to 
attend school 

Youth not currently enrolled in school   
Youth is severely behind grade level   
At risk of expulsion  

Physical 
Health 

Youth is reported 
healthy and 
dental/medical exams 
are current/scheduled  

Youth is suspected of or has a 
medical diagnosis and is under 
the care of a specialty provider 

Youth has untreated health concerns   
 
No recent medical care/medical exams are 
needed 

Youth has serious unmet medical needs   
Youth is currently on long-term 
hospital/medical facility stay  

Social/Family 
Connections 

Youth is supported by 
family/kin 

No family/kin support evident. 
No family visits or inconsistent 
scheduling 

Contentious family dynamic/ poor 
relationships that have prevented family 
from staying involved.
